Thanks to the dili-
gence of Jack Piper, ahair of CIC, 62 signatures were obtained. A big thank you also goes to
Luther Draehn for collecting signatures and getting them notarized as well.

On December 5, 2011, Jack Piper, Barbara Piper and Susan Schmidt traveled to
Georgetown to meet with County Judge Dan Gattis and presented him with the petition for incor-
poration. Since he formally received the petition, we are locked in, which means no one can take
over any area that is within our proposed city limits and ETJ.

The committee is striving for a May election date. Look for further updates in the next
edition of the Coupland Herald.
