You have likely seen the new equipment installed behind new fences at our lift stations
in Coupland.

The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) recently mandated that
every waste water facility in the state of Texas provide a means of backup power to both their
processing plants and lift stations. The cost of equipping three lift stations with standby genera-
tors, the wiring, and site work is close to $55,000, which has left the CWSC with no choice but
