The exterior of the building was prepped for painting 
and our painting contractor used over 19 cases (228 tubes) of 
caulk.  The color of the paint on both the building and trim is 

the authentic color for a depot of its era.   Inside work contin-
ued with electrical, plumbing, more rotten wood replacement, 
framing and yes, applying more caulk.  The freight room now 
has bead board walls and can be utilized as a meeting room.  
Air conditioning and heating units were installed so the facility 
can be used all year.   

The speed car is currently being refurbished by Brad 
Nelson and will soon be located on the tracks in front of the 
Depot. The clean-up, polishing, staining, etc. of furniture previ-
ously in the Depot is in process and will soon be complete.  
Pictures and other artifacts previously housed will once again 
be displayed.  Historical information is being compiled and 
will be available.        

The first CCO sponsored community event in the De-
pot will be the Halloween Party for the children (big and small) 
of our community.  Please see the article in this publication

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 Coupland Superintendent Gary Chandler reports that a 
children’s advocacy group, Children At Risk, has ranked all the 
schools in Texas, with the highest ranking schools being best for 
their students.

A generous gift of $10,000 from the Coupland Sons of 
Hermann Lodge #113 has helped complete the new Coupland fire 
station.  Fire Chief Tracy Gardner called the donation “a saving 
grace.” 

Gardner said to the Taylor Daily Press, “When the 
building is completed, we’re going to be pretty tight for a while.  
This wouldn’t even be possible if they hadn’t gone out and given 
money to help build it.” 

Sons of Hermann Lodge President Edgar Thiele and 
Secretary, Treasurer and Agent Frances Krieg said the organiza-
tion donated the money simply because the Coupland Volunteer 
Fire Department (CVFD) needed it.

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 An eminent domain constitutional amendment 
will be on the November 3 ballot.  Proposition 11 will 
help prevent in Texas what happened in the 2005 Kelo 
case, where the U.S. Supreme Court upheld taking prop-
erty from one private owner and giving it to another 
private owner for the purpose of economic development.  
This amendment to the Texas constitution will limit the 
taking of private property to a public use, and not allow 
it for private development. 
 The Final Environmental Impact Statement on 
TTC-35, which is expected to show that SH 130 will be 
the Corridor route through Williamson County, was due 
out in 2007, but it is STILL not out. 
 Dan and Margaret Byfield conclude that “the 
once fast-tracked project is now at a standstill as TxDOT 
and the Federal Highway Administration determine 
which direction to head, given the illegalities of the en-
vironmental study.” 
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 Thanks to Barbara Piper for the photos showing 
the work on the Depot.  For the details of the work that 
was undertaken, see Barbara’s “President’s Message” on 
page 2.  The restored Depot now is ready to host its first 
event--the Coupland Civic Organization’s Halloween 
Party on October 31.  For more Halloween Party infor-
mation, see the article on page 1.

 The personalized paver fundraiser will provide 
more funds for the Depot and caboose restoration.  See 
the paver article on page 1 and the personalized paver 
form in the middle of this Herald.
